Request for Bids - Training Facility

SUMMARY/DISCUSSION

The Department has been working for several years on the planning and construction of
a Training Facility to meet the demands of a changing environment, increase firefighting
capabilities, and improve the ability to save lives and property.

Through the planning process, the Department assembled a design team to include an
Internal Stakeholder Committee, Owner's Representative, Construction Management
Firm, and an Architecture Firm. The planning process included the design of the
proposed Training Facility, identification of the first phase components, estimation of the
projected cost and timeline, and development of a Request for Bids (RFB). Multiple
Community meetings were held throughout this process to ensure the public had an
opportunity to learn about the project and give feedback.

At the December 16, 2021 , Board of Directors meeting, the Board approved initiating the
RFB process, soliciting bids for construction of the first phase. After a thorough and
exhaustive process, on February 17, 2022, the Department received seven qualified
proposals.

The Department's construction management firm completed a detailed review of the bids
and confirmed that each proposer met all the requirements for the RFB process. The
lowest, active qualified bid was proposed by DG Granade, Inc.

FISCAL IMPACT

DG Granade, Inc. submitted a proposal for the first phase of the Training Facility project
to include two class "A" burn buildings, an outdoor classroom, and the required
infrastructure. The total amount of the bid, including a contingency, is $11, 712, 034
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RECOMMENDATION

Staff respectfully recommends the Board approve awarding the first phase of the Training
Facility construction contact to DG Granade, Inc. in the amount of $11, 712, 034
